In 2015 an analysis of the skeletal remains from Eastbourne's Heritage Service collection was undertaken. This produced a
range of data from individuals excavated from a number of sites in and around Eastbourne.

The majority of the collection, where biological sex could be observed, was comprised of male individuals. A large quantity of
the skeletal remains were recorded as adult in terms of age, with the second being the young - old adult group, in part due to
the broad ageing category.

A range of pathologies were identified including joint, dental, trauma, infection, congenital and metabolic conditions. Although
small in number, an insight into the health, diet and lifestyle of the individuals within the collection were observed with a high
percentage being affected by dental and joint disease. Poor preservation and poor completeness of the skeletal remains has
unfortunately affected the amount of data that could be collected. [6]

(TQ 5736 0223 Tumulus (NR) (Coins Pottery and Celts found AD 1907). (1) Bowl-barrow 24 yds diameter, 6ft high. Large
hollow in centre. Ditch interrupted. (2)

Excavated in 1908 by Major F Maitland but there is no written record.Three flanged bronze axes and part of a fourth were
found together (according to a verbal report) 10" below the turf and c 4 1/2ft from the inner edge of the ditch under a stone
some 3 cwt in weight. These are in Lewes Museum. That they were votive offerings is suggested by the fact that 3 of them had
been deliberately broken across. In later years, RB pottery sherds and coins, found in some numbers in the immediate
neighbourhood of the barrow suggest further votive offerings. (3)

In 1945, a considerable quantity of RB pottery, including grey, blackand red wares (but no Samian or imported types) was
found between the barrow and the outer ring of the Neolithic earthwork, on a modern track made for Army vehicles. Lying in
the path among the pottery a few feet north of the barrow were six small Roman coins, five of them bronze and the sixth, of
Posthumus, silver-washed. The coins ranged from Gallienus (253-168) to Constantine Il (317). Coins and pottery are in Lewes
Museum. (4)

A further Roman coin (of Allectus (247-297)) was found in the same area in 1946. (5)

A ditched barrow, measuring ¢ 28.0 ovearall diameter and 1.5m high, with the ditch 0.7m deep, situated on the W summit of
Combe Hill. It is mutilated by excavation on the summit and E and W sides, teh resultant spoil having partly filled the ditch.
Though the original profile is destroyed, the overall size of the mound and ditch suggests a bell barrow. The flanged axes are
on display in Lewes Museum (No Acc Nos), the seven Roman coins (Acc No 46.1.2) are in store and not available for
inspection, and the pottery cannot be traced in Lewes Museum. Re-surveyed at 1:2500. (6)

(TQ 5736 0223) In March 1995, RCHME carried out an analytical earthwork survey of the causewayed enclosure on Combe
Hill (TQ 50 SE 12) as part of the Project to record Industry and Enclosure in the Neolithic Period. The Bronze Age barrows in
the immediate vicinity of the enclosure were also surveyed (see also TQ 50 SE 13, 129). The Roman finds previously recorded
as part of this monument were assigned a new NMR (TQ 50 SE 130) number to enhance the record. Full details of such finds
can be found there.The large bowl barrow occupies a crest to the west of the causewayed enclosure and may overlie a
element of it. It is 21.0m in diameter and 1.6m high. The encircling ditch varies from 3.0m-4.5m wide and is up to 0.4m deep. It
appears to be interrupted by causeways on the west and east. As mentioned by Source 6, the trench resulting from the 1908
excavation is clearly visible, crossing the barrow from south-east to north-west. Minor disturbance around the base of the
barrow may result from metal-detecting (7a).

Metal detectorist apparently found a group of Roman coins on this mound in the 1980s, which probably relates to the damage
and pottery recorded on the north side by ENHAS in 1980s. The name of the detectorist has not been released (12)

as well as some near Pashley Down [15]

Combe Hill Camp consists of an oval ring of interrupted ditches and bank with an interrupted outlier on the W and traces of
another on the E and SE. In each case the bank is remarkable in being interrupted almost as frequently as the ditch, which is
unusual, even in Neolithic camps. (2)

Excavation on a small area on the W side of the inner ring by Reginald Musson for Eastbourne NH & AS in 1949. (See plan).
The ditch on both sides of a causeway was examined, and the causeway and adjacent bank explored for post-holes without
finding any. The ditch S of the causeway yielded nearly 1000 sherds of Ebbsfleet ware, but there was no Neolithic 'A’ pottery.
Finds included a leaf arrowhead, a flint scraper, and some 400 flakes, in addition to grain-rubbers, animal bones and charcoal.
(3)

A bi-vallate causewayed camp situated toward the western end of Combe Hill: generally as described and planned by Musson.
It is under pasture, though gorse has encroached onto it, and the outer rampart on the S side is no longer recognisable. At TQ
5739 0218 crossing a footpath is a vestigial scarp, 0.3m maximum height, which is visible for a distance of about 15.0m before
it is lost in impenetrable gorse. It appears to be concentric to the two ramparts of the camp at a distance of ¢ 30.0m, and could
be a third line, though no ditch is evident. Alternatively it could be a lynchet (See TQ 50 SE 16). Published survey (25")
revised. (4)

Combe Hill was first identified by Mrs Alexander Keiller in the late 1920s as being a possible Neolithic enclosure. As a result
the earthworks were surveyed c1928 by Curwen and included in his paper on Neolithic Camps (5,6).

Subsequent to Musson, further excavations were undertaken at Combe Hill by V Seton Williams. The results are unpublished
(7).

Reference to unpublished Neolithic pottery from Combe Hill in Lewes Museum (8).

A chalk object described as possibly representing "a stylized or simple rough out for a phallic symbol" and bearing a number of
incised lines was found "while walking on the Combe Hill enclosure" in May 1983 (9).

Soil samples from Musson's excavation were examined as part of research into the environmental background of the South
Downs during the Neolithic. The number of snail shells retrieved from the Combe Hill samples was small but the results do not
contradict the general conclusion that the Downs were wooded at the time that enclosures such as Combe Hill were being
constructed (10).

(TQ 5750 0222) In March 1995, RCHME carried out an analytical earthwork survey of the causewayed enclosure on Combe
Hill as part of the Project to record Industry and Enclosure in the Neolithic Period (Event record 923509). The Bronze Age
barrows in the immediate vicinity of the enclosure were also surveyed (TQ 50 SE 11, 13, 129). Roman material found in the
upper layers of the causewayed enclosure's ditch and elsewhere in the vicinity was recorded as TQ 50 SE 130.Seton Williams'
1962 excavations (see Source 7) along the eastern side of the enclosure and at various points in the interior were published in
1994 by Drewett (11a). The earthwork profiles were similar to those revealed by Musson, but the finds differed: there was very
little '"domestic' material, but a number of whole and broken axes. Some of the finds are now missing. Note that the 'phallic
object' described by source 9 was found at the approximate location of one of Seton Williams' trenches. Drewett suggests that
it may well have been carved during the excavation.The monument is generally as described by previous sources. The
causewayed enclosure consists of a penannular inner causewayed bank and ditch, and apparently discontinuous sections of
an outer earthwork. Traces of the third earthwork mentioned by Source 4 were also recorded.The inner earthwork encloses a
regular slightly oval area of ¢.0.5ha measuring 90m W-E by 70m N-S. The inner earthwork's internal bank is 4.0m-7.0m wide
and up to 0.6m high, with a ditch (no berm) 3.0m-5.0m wide and up to 0.7m deep. As Curwen recorded (Sources 2, 5, 6) 16
possible causeways across the ditch can be identified, although only 5 appear to be completely undug, the others being slight
undulations in the base of the ditch. There are numerous other minor irregularities, some relating to the earlier excavations. All
but 3 of the causeways across the ditch coincide with complete or partial interruptions in the bank, mostly ranging from 2.0m-
5.0m wide. There are larger breaks on the east (an apparent complete break in both bank and ditch 10m wide) on the south
(11m wide, but with possible indications of the levelling of the earthwork), and on the west (4m wide, possibly resulting partly
from erosion by the track. On the north there is no trace of any earthwork for 45m, but the natural steep scarp completes the
enclosure. There are intermittent traces, notably on the eastern and south-western sides, of a counterscarp bank no more than
0.1m high.The outer earthwork consists of a length of causewayed bank and ditch 65m long on the west and an isolated
segment 12m long on the east, linked on the south by a very degraded scarp (contrary to previous sources). The outer
enclosure is not perfectly concentric with the inner, ranging from 12m distance on the south to 24m on the west. The two well-
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preserved sections have similar dimensions to the inner earthwork. The western section of ditch is interrupted by three
causeways, two of which correspond to partial breaks and the other to a complete break in the bank, the last possibly
contributed to by erosion along the track. Curwen's percussion technique detected an isolated ditch segment due south of the
enclosure which could not be confirmed by RCHME.There are two minor earthworks which lie between the inner and outer
enclosures which may be of Neolithic date.The broad low bank 30m west of the enclosure noted by Source 4 is 10.0m wide
and up to 0.2m high; its alignment is fairly straight and coincides with a strip of gorse scrub, suggesting that may result from
later agriculture. At its northern end the bank is overlain by a low mound; however the relationship with the bowl barrow (TQ 50
SE 11) is unclear. Some 30m east of the enclosure, RCHME identified vestigial traces of a comparable earthwork; the most
appreciable element is a bank up to 7.5m wide and 0.1m high, which appears to underlie the disc barrow (TQ 50 SE 127) and
extend for some 40m north of it to the edge of the natural scarp.Black and white photography of the enclosure was carried out
(negative numbers AA96/ 2982 - 2985).For further details, see RCHME Level 3 client report, together with plan at 1:1000 scale
and photographs, held in archive. (11)

Resistivity survey carried out in 2003 by Brighton & Hove Archaeological Society. Dry weather conditions caused poor quality
results, but did identify the inner enclosure and the western curcuit of the outer enclosure. In the interior two possible posthole
clusters where identified, comprising an arc of nine posts in the southern area and an arc of eight posts in the eastern sector;
both interpreted as palisades blocking entrances [15]

A survey carried out in 1996 showed that rural sites in East Sussex continued to be damaged or destroyed at the same rate as
1976. The most vulnerable individual sites and site groups were identified and remedial action was suggested. [18]

In 2015 an analysis of the skeletal remains from Eastbourne's Heritage Service collection was undertaken. This produced a
range of data from individuals excavated from a number of sites in and around Eastbourne.

The majority of the collection, where biological sex could be observed, was comprised of male individuals. A large quantity of
the skeletal remains were recorded as adult in terms of age, with the second being the young - old adult group, in part due to
the broad ageing category.

A range of pathologies were identified including joint, dental, trauma, infection, congenital and metabolic conditions. Although
small in number, an insight into the health, diet and lifestyle of the individuals within the collection were observed with a high
percentage being affected by dental and joint disease.

In 1990 the complete excavation of this site revealed th ploughed out remains of a round barrow. Here an off centre burial pit
surrounded by a 12m diameter chalk cut ditch contained the crouched skeleton of a female in her late 30s / early 40s. Despite
a dearth of grave goods, the monuments size and shape and the form of burial rite would be consistent with an early Bronze
Age date, supported by the recovery of two possible Beaker sherds from the ditch silts. Little evidence for later land use was
recovered except a few residual Romano-British and medieval sherds.

The excavation of a ploughed out round barrow revealed a chalk cut ditch around an off centre burial pit. The burial pit
contained the crouched remain of a female in her late 30s or early 40s. No grave goods were found. Flint flakes in the ditch
indicated some core preparation possibly from nodules recovered during excavation of the ditch. The size and shape of
barrow, together with the form of the burial rite and the waste flakes, would be consistent with an early Bronze Age date
(c.2000-1600 B.C). Two possible Beaker sherds would be consistent with this date. Little evidence for later land use was
recovered. A few sherds of Roman and medieval pottery would suggest some non-intensive agricultural practise. (3)

Burial archived at Eastbourne Heritage Service. Acc SF90/1/5/0. Reassessed as being male adult. [4]

In 2015 an analysis of the skeletal remains from Eastbourne's Heritage Service collection was undertaken. This produced a
range of data from individuals excavated from a number of sites in and around Eastbourne.

The majority of the collection, where biological sex could be observed, was comprised of male individuals. A large quantity of
the skeletal remains were recorded as adult in terms of age, with the second being the young - old adult group, in part due to
the broad ageing category.

A range of pathologies were identified including joint, dental, trauma, infection, congenital and metabolic conditions. Although
small in number, an insight into the health, diet and lifestyle of the individuals within the collection were observed with a high
percentage being affected by dental and joint disease. Poor preservation and poor completeness of the skeletal remains has
unfortunately affected the amount of data that could be collected. [5]

Fieldwork demonstrated that colluvial valley sediments can provide land use sequences which can sometimes be fairly closely
correlated with archaeological evidence from neighbouring settlements. Previous archaeological excavations produced
remarkably little environmental evidence largely because most sites were truncated by the plough.

Realising their full potential depends very much on the artefacts which, as we have seen, can be very abundant in colluvium.
The most clearly defined chronologies are in instances where artefacts where artefacts deposition has been followed by a
stable episode during which the objects were buried by earthworms. Hence the very clear beaker and Iron Age horizons in Kiln
Combe.

At Kiln Combe a high proportion of the colluvium was of loessic origin. Erosion of less surface horizons, however think may
mean that prehistoric soil types were significantly different from those which appertain today.

Colluviation is obviously one of the most important post-depositional factors affecting the archaeology of the chalk. The Beaker
site in Kiln Combe was completely buried and undetectable by field walking. [2]

Although
small in number, an insight into the health, diet and lifestyle of the individuals within the collection were observed with a high
percentage being affected by dental and joint disease.

Colluviation is obviously one of the most important post-depositional factors affecting the archaeology of the chalk. The Beaker
site in Kiln Combe was completely buried and undetectable by field walking.

An excavation in 2016 placed a trench across the outer enclosure earthwork. This was located immediately west of an
enclosure bank seemingly truncated by a level platform (Possibly military). The outer ditch was aligned in an approximate east
to west direction and possessed moderately steep sides and a flat base. 18 humanly - struck flint flakes of clear prehistoric
origin were recorded. No prehistoric pottery was recovered, however, pottery dating to the 6th / 7th century AD was recovered
from two of the ditch fills. [13]

An excavation was carried out in 2009 to attempt to securely date the outer enclosure ditch. The enclosure ditch was finds
poor and the environmental samples produced a very limited amount of charcoal and macro-plant remains which have not
been subject to analysis. The earliest sequence of ditch fills [107]-[112] was archaeologically secure and represents the
ancient infilling of the enclosure ditch, including probable slumped bank material. The later part of the sequence [104]-[101]
was not secure and probably derives from or was affected by World War Il ordnance.

The Belle Toute Range was researched in part by Ockenden (2006: 135-146) during his research concerning Canadian
Forces in the area. Ockenden’s research identified that during WWII Canadian troops utilised the area directly to the east of
the Belle Toute Lighthouse as an artillery training Range establishing a probable firing point from near Cornish Farm with an
Observation Point (OP) situated at Frost Hill. The Range was under the command of the artillery that was responsible for the
Beachy Head and Michel Dene Anti Tank Ranges. Apparently, conventional artillery, self propelled artillery and tanks fired at
targets from a distance of up to 900m but the Belle Toute Range appears to have been originally designated for 25 Pounder
Artillery. As a result of this Range activity, the lighthouse became damaged throughout WWII. Ockenden also comments on a
number of other issues as follows: Allegedly the range was constructed in the Autumn of 1941 with a narrow gauge light
railway (obtained possibly from Drusilla’s Railway) which crossed the valley, oriented approximately east west, with a dug out
on the eastern end. It is advised that an old car, without tyres, was used to tow a life size wooden silhouette of a tank along the
wheels as a mobile target and apparently the tow cable was severed on several occasions by fire. Furthermore static targets
were also established.Formal firing is alleged to have begun following the construction of the railway track at the end of 1942
and a war diary states it was “incessant from dawn to dusk, never stopping even on Sundays”. Importantly, Ockenden has
uncovered contradictory evidence in the War Range Diary of the Range Party, that firing commenced in January 1943.
Directly near to the site a Range for 2 Pounders was also located at Shooters Bottom east of the site running east-west
between the cliff and the road from Birling Gap to Beachy Head. Ockenden also adds that there was a Range at Michel Dene
for 6 Pounder guns and two other possible ranges described as Dive Bomber and for Sub Calibre (SAA etc). The location of
these ranges is unknown to Ockenden or RPS at this time. Historic Images from Ockenden which have been amended can be
seen in Appendix 002 and indicate the Shooters Bottom Range and Belle Toute Range with the railway track in the
background. This appears to be the approximate location of the New Access Road to Belle Toute Lighthouse. Of further note
Ockenden outlines there are records from war diaries concerning hits to the lighthouse and damage with 19 hits recorded by
17th February 1943. The ground is also recorded to have been churned up by tanks and vehicles and Commandos may have
visited the ranges to blow up gun pits and fire 40mm ammunition at barb wire positions. Allied aircraft flying past along with
enemy aircraft interdiction / raids and offshore shipping added to the Range’s concerns. In addition, gales and strong winds
curtailed the use of the Range and targets were alleged to have been blown over repeatedly. It is considered likely by
Ockenden that the Range fell out of use in Late 1945 and German POW'’s are alleged to have dismantled the railway.
However, it is unclear / unknown what clearance operations were undertaken following this. [1]

A number of tank training ranges were situated along the coast to the west of Beachy Head (Fig 27). These ranges comprised
a winch house to pull a moving target (a trolley mounted covered frame) along rails set within a recessed and embanked target
run. Tanks or mobile guns were located at prepared firing points, usually inland from the range, with shells fired out to sea.
One range with three target runs (each offset by 45° from its neighbour) was located on the cliff at Michel Dean. Other ranges
were located close to the lighthouse at Belle Tout, which was severely damaged by repeated strikes by tank shells. [2]

This world war Il range was recorded during the Archaeology on the Edge project. Its survival was recorded as possible, with
its time loss scale being given as short. Elements of the range including moving gunnery target trenches and and firing points
were recorded through the Defence of East Sussex project (ESX250835) and the Rapid Coastal Zone Assessment project
(1523062). [3]
